Greetings,

I am informed that I am the second assessor for your dissertation and will thus have the pleasure of carrying out your Mid-point viva. 
To help you understand how I regard the interview the following may be helpful.

The interview counts very little towards the marks of your dissertation (10% I think). It does however serve the very useful purpose of allowing another informed person to “peer review” your project with a view to exposing weaknesses and flaws relatively early in the project lifecycle. You can then resolve these shortcomings and thus create a better system (and get a better mark) for your dissertation.

This is a not uncommon technique to use in the development of commercial systems in enlightened organisations but it is not easy to welcome someone picking holes in what you have sweated blood to do, even if they are doing it with the best intent and the final result will be much improved by their input.
Anyway, for your viva, I will expect you to talk knowledgably about your research assertion and how your reading is either affirming or refuting it. You may even talk to me of an artefact you are planning fits into the overall picture of your chosen dissertation area.
I will ask to see your project plan so you can show me by when various key activities are to be done in order for you to complete your work on time. I will expect you to know how things have gone\are going so far and what you have learned from this progress (or lack of it).

All in all I will be looking for what you have and are learning from engaging with what I suspect will be one of the biggest pieces of work you have done in your life, so far.

I look forward to the viva and will let you know a bit closer to when I will be available.
